Today her 
family has food to eat, her siblings attend 

school, and most of their household needs 
are being met. Purity’s goal is to have the 

best tailoring shop in town.

Pray for Anna and her three siblings who 
live with their aunt in Lusaka, Zambia in the

theme they heard. Today, 350 orphans living 

in the slum are cared for by ZOE Ministry. 
Meals are provided twice a day,  

Monday through Friday.
